



























































If a Sustainable Communities Regional Planning Grant is awarded to the Knowledge Corridor
Bi-State Consortium, the signatories of this agreement hereby commit to drafting and executing a
detailed consortium agreement, including member responsibilities and a timeline for carrying out
these responsibilities, no later than 120 days after the grant start date.

The purpose of the Consortium shall be to develop and implement a Bi-state Regional Execution
Plan for Sustainable Development, and carry out other activities included in the Knowledge
Corridor Sustainable Communities Regional Planning Grant Application. The Consortium may
seek, receive and expend funds from federal, state, municipal or other sources in order to carry
out activities to achieve its goals,

Signatories to this agreement hereby authorize the Capitol Region Council of Governments to act
as the lead applicant to HUD for a Sustainable Communities Regional Planning Grant to support
the activities discussed in Section 2 of this agreement, and to act in a representative capacity with
HUD on behalf of all members of the consortium, and to assume administrative responsibility for
ensuring that the Consortium’s program is carried ouf in compliance with HUD requirements.

Section 2. Role of the Municipalities, Agencies or Organizations Signatory to this
Agreement

The municipalities, agencies and organizations signatory to this agreement shall have the
following responsibilities:

a. To designate a voting representative to participate in the Consortium.

b. To participate in meetings and deliberations of the Consortium, to represent the interests their
constituencies, and to participate in the drafting and execution of a detailed consortium
agreement that will be developed within 120 days of grant award

¢. To participate in the development of a Bi-state Regional Execution Plan for Sustainable
Development that seeks to achieve the following goals:

e better link affordable housing to jobs, transportation systems and educational
opportunities to reduce transportation costs to households, vehicle miles traveled, and air
pollution, and to mitigate the long-term effects of climate change;

e reduce energy consumption and greenhouse gas emissions associated with transportation,
the heating and cooling of existing residential-commercial-industrial uses, and the design
of new and rehabilitated buildings;

e reclaim brownfield sites for new development and protect significant farmlands, wetlands
and other key environmental resources from development;

¢ revitalize the region’s urban centers and other urbanized areas within the regions;
create walkable/bikeable communities where residents have true alternative choices to
driving when carrying out their everyday activities;

e support the cultural, arts and recreational resources that add to our quality of life and the
marketability of the region to new or expanded businesses, and the young workers that
are needed to replace our aging workforce; and

¢ reduce non-point source pollution related to development practices.

¢. To ensure broad public involvement in the development of the Bi-state Regional Execution
Plan for Sustainable Development, including involvement of traditionally under-served



populations,
d. To identify and work to implement projects and actions that will carry out the goals and
recommendations of the Bi-state Regional Execution Plan for Sustainable Development.

Section 3. EKffective Date/Authorization
This Memorandum will become effective for signatories when it is signed by two or more
participating parties.
